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Background 

The Cambodia Mine/ERW Victim Information System (CMVIS) was established in 1994 by the 

Cambodian Red Cross with technical and financial support by Handicap International Belgium and 

UNICEF to provide systematic collection, analysis, interpretation, and dissemination of information 

about civilian and military casualties of landmines, unexploded ordnance, and other explosive 

remnants of war in Cambodia. 

By the end of 2009, CMVIS was completely handed over from the Cambodian Red Cross to the 

Cambodian Mine Action and Victim Assistance Authority for full management responsibility. 

Explosive Ordnance (EO) Accident and Casualty Information 

1- Total Casualties reported from January 1979 to April 2024 

For the period of January 1979 to April 2024, a total of 65060 EO casualties were recorded by 

CMVIS officials. All of the 65060 EO casualties: 

- 51195 (79%) were mine casualties, and 13865 (21%) were ERW casualties. 

- 19828 (30%) people were killed, 36140 (56%) people were injured, and 9092 (14%) people 

were amputated. 

- 52686 (81%) casualties were men, 6119 (9%) casualties were boys (age<18), 4796 (8%) 

casualties were women, 1396 (2%) casualties were girls (age<18), and 63 (0%) casualties were 

unknowns. 

2- Accident Summary from January to April 2024 

From January to April 2024, 12 EO accidents were provisionally recorded. This figure is similar to the 12 

EO accidents reported in the same period of 2023. Of the 12 EO accidents, 7 were mine accidents, and 5 

were ERW accidents. 

3- Casualty Summary for January to April 2024 

From January to April 2024, 23 EO casualties were provisionally recorded. This figure represents an 

increase of 92% compared with the 12 EO casualties reported in the same period of 2023. 

All of the 23 EO casualties: 

- 11 people were mine casualties, and 12 people were ERW casualties. 

- 6 people were killed, 13 people were injured, and 4 people were amputated. 

- 11 casualties were men, 7 casualties were boys (age<18), 2 casualties were women, and 3 casualties 

were girls (age<18). 

4- Accident Summary for April 2024 

In April 2024, there were 4 EO accidents that occurred in Mondulkiri, Otdar Meanchey, Preah Sihanouk, 

and Kampong Thom provinces. The figure is an increase of 100% compared with the accidents reported 

in April 2023. 

Information about the EO accident for April 2024 

o 1 accident caused by mine happened in a foraging area. 

o 2 accidents caused by ERW happened in the villages. 

o 1 accident caused by ERW happened in a foraging area . 

5- Casualty Summary for April 2024 

In April 2024, there were 12 EO casualties. The figure is an increase of 100% compared with the 

zero victims reported in April 2023. Of the 12 EO casualties: 

- 1 person was mine casualties, 11 people were ERW casualties. 

- 5 people were killed, 6 people were injured, and 1 person was amputated. 

- 3 casualties were men, 5 casualties were boys (age<18), 2 casualties were women, and 2 

casualties were girls (age<18). 

- The activity at the time of the accident was as follows: collecting food, which accounted for 1 

casualty; handling ERW, which accounted for 3 casualties; and by-stander by, which accounted 

for 8 casualties. 
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6- Impact of accident area for the period of January 2023 to April 2024 (55 casualties) 

- 05 most affected provinces represent 65% of total casualties.  

- 10 most affected districts represent 71% of total casualties. 

- 10 most affected communes represent 62% of total casualties.
